The committee convened at 2:35 
 Meeting was called to order by Chair DuBois. 

For the first order of business guests Jim Rothrock Commissioner, DRS, and Jessica Rouse Independent Living Specialist, DRS provided an overview of the SILC budget focusing on three key changes that will affect the SILC to include:

1. The new staffing arrangement 

2. State Match as in kind services 

3. DRS loan to SILC for completion of first quarter goals

Jim noted that the SILC would have an unexpended balance of approximately $38,000 realized primarily through reduction of staffing 

Discussion ensued including topics such as carry over of federal dollars, State Independent Living Fund (SILF), and admin cost associated with increased member travel. 
The Second item of discussion was the committee structure, duties, & schedule. Discussion included updates to the SILC Strategic Plan timeline and assignments presented by Doug Small. Staff Kriner was assigned the task of adding ongoing tasks to the October time line handout and adding the “selecting a meeting location” under Human Resources Management Goal. 

Discussion also included SPIL goals and existing committees. Lewis Atkins made a motion to make a recommendation to remove the youth committee. This motion was seconded.  There was no further discussion on the youth committee. Chair DuBois called this motion to a voice vote and received all “aye” by the committee
Jeff Pitman made a motion to make a recommendation to the Council to keep Operations and Executive committee, and in addition to removing the youth committee to remove consumer services, and consumer education, and to add new committees for each SPIL goal the motion was seconded. There being no further discussion Chair Dubois called this motion to a voice vote and received all “aye” by the committee
For the next item of business, the committee discussed plans for improving upon the current meeting structure. Topics covered included condensing meeting agendas, Committee report outs, and increased focus on using parliamentary procedure, and use of interpreters. Chair DuBois assigned Jack Brandt the task of developing a policy statement that addresses request for accommodations.  

The next business item was an update from the Nomination Committee. Chair Lewis Atkins shared the Committee’s nominations of Marcia DuBois for Chair and Doug Small for Vice Chair.
The next item of business was a review of the Staff Support job description.
Discussion included changing the language for responsibilities listed under item number 16, which would change requirements around attendance at other meetings, and events. Other suggestions included having staff responsible for taking minutes for all committee meetings.
Jeff Pittman announced his resignation and reporting family obligations.
